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FROM SAM’s ESSAY:  I was able to travel to different places, schools and even communicating with other organizations. Outreach for this organization is mainly about giving out flyers to students on how to quit smoking and mostly what will happen if one continue to smoke. Smoking as we all know is not a good thing to do as a human because it causes a lot of diseases like cancer, lungs diseases.

We made a lot of outreach but on April 23, 2003 we went to Hunter College to give up some flyers but that did not really went on well because most of the students in there were smoking and were not ready to accept any flyers concerning about how to stop smoking or how smoking kills. 

Doing this outreach I was always asking myself “why do people smoke”? It seems there are a lot of answers for this question but none of them make sense to me. Some smoke because they think smoking help solve the stress that they are facing, others smoke for fun, most smoke due to peer pressure, etc… None of this makes sense because smoking does not help solve stress; one knows what is right for him/her so why will you allow your friend to teach you how to smoke this deadly substance which can kill you in just a few years? It’s not really fun to smoke unless you don’t really like to live or you want to die at an early age. 

Mostly the Government spends a lot of money treating those having diseases like cancer due to smoking which I think is not a good idea because most of the people who smokes knows what will happen at last so why should the government spend money treating them?
 
Above all I think working with this organization was great because I made a lot of discovery during our outreach including colleges and also learning about organizations and what they actually do to help the community.
